Welcome to class.  To become familiar with the class, navigate through the course materials on the course website.  Refer to this schedule each week for assignments due.

Watch for announcements from me each week.  They are posted under “Announcements” on the left hand side of the screen.  I post announcements often and make changes to this schedule as I see a need for the class.  Announcements are always the most up-to-date information.

In Canvas you can forward announcements to a cell phone, email, Facebook or whatever system you want.  To set this up, click on Profile at the top of your screen, click on Notifications and then Announcements.

Week 3, Jan 28-Feb 1
Discuss Community Writing Project with your group.   See assignment on the course website under “Writing Assignments.”  With your group choose an issue of concern you will write about for the semester.   You may need to do some preliminary research in order to complete the assignment for this week.  You will continue to do more research in the next few weeks and you will be citing sources within all of your documents.  Therefore, be sure to track the publication information you will need for your citations.
Your first writing assignment will be an Argument document.  Your next one is a Profile.  You will choose someone you can interview about the issue you have chosen and write about that person.  Be thinking now about who you could interview.   By Week 7 you will interview the person you have chosen. 

Choose a group leader.  Group leaders email me the issue your group would like to research and the aspect of the issue each person would like to focus on.  I will let you know if I see any problems with your choices.   Choose carefully as this is the issue you will be writing about for the rest of the semester.  In your discussion below you will see questions for your group to discuss and respond to.

View “Internet Research” podcast in the Canvas Podcast folder.

Discuss with your group possible issues of concern to research for the CWP and determine the issue your group would like to write about as well as the aspect of the issue you would like to focus on.  For instance, if your group has chosen education as your issue, some a aspects of that issue might be funding, testing, curriculum, use of technology, etc.
You will be writing about this issue the rest of the semester.  Choose carefully.

Briefly review the introductions to each of the following chapters and each of you choose one of the following genres to write in for the Community Writing Project (Memoir, Review, or Commentary).  Choose the genre that is most applicable for the aspect of the issue you are writing about.  First, read the assignment description found from the course home page.  Click on “Writing Assignments.”
Summarize the applicable chapter for the genre you are writing in and discuss the features of two of the sample documents in the respective chapter at the end of the text. For example, if you are writing a profile, read the profile chapter and two of the sample profiles in the section at the end of the text. Discuss the characteristics of profiles as they are represented in the two examples you choose. Respond to two of your peers. You may want to respond to someone who is also writing a profile, but you may choose who you respond to.

Choose one of the following genres (3-5 pgs.) for the Community Writing Project.  (pamphlet, flyer, brochure, fact sheet, poster,  etc.).  First, read the assignment description found on the course home page.  Click on “Writing Assignments.”
Research and find examples of the genre you have chosen.  You will need to research all of these document outside of the text.  Look for examples in public places (the Student Center has brochures and flyers).  The Internet offers examples also.

· Post two examples of the genre you have chosen.  Describe the strengths and weaknesses of each document.  Respond to two of your peers.

Do invention work for the genre you choose.
The document you choose is to be 3-5 pages.  If you are creating flyers or posters, you need to create at least three.  One brochure is sufficient.  A pamphlet with 3-5 pages is sufficient.  A fact sheet needs to be either 2 or 4 pages so that it can be front and back on a page.  Consider presentation!
Draft your document.  Consider your audience.  Focus on presentation, color, font size, white space, etc.  Look through the questions for peer review while you are creating your document.
